Priority of Discipleship
What does it mean to make disciples?

  To have people follow us so that they may follow Christ

  We ourselves also need to be discipled by others

All of us are to be disciples and disciplers 

  A discipler walks with one who is a few steps behind









Follow Me and I Will Make You
And Jesus said to them, “Follow me, and I will make you 

become fishers of men.”  V17

Follow me (come after me) 

   To be with Jesus  – relationship – life involvement

And He will make you become 

   Make you, cause you, result -  to become (to be, to exist)

   To become fishers of men – to make disciples of others

        Men – most valued

        Not animals, trees, cars, houses



Follow Me and I Will Make You
A Relationship (follow, imitate) – a love relationship

    Not about a set of materials
 

In this Relationship - Acceptance and Value
